Introduction to the MLL Individual Web Process Portfolio Triple Entry Journal Format 

In MIENC guided intern programs and professional development settings, we have found the multiple entry journal format useful for organizing reflective thinking by organizing three types of information related to readings, observations, discussion, etc.  

The columns of the MLL Individual Web Process Portfolio Triple Entry Journal are designed to explore the dynamic relationship between objective “data” collected from the reading and the ‘subjective’ personal response and what you think are the most important implications for Music Learning Leadership that can linked to the reading.

The first column features what you have selected as the most important, juicy, controversial quotations in the reading!  These quotes should be copied exactly as they are printed in the article (please copy and paste whenever possible) and be sure to annotate your entry (source and date) quotations from the reading so that others can find it!  This column can also contain quotations that you have selected from peer responses to the reading, objective aspects of observations, related ‘facts’ , etc.).   

The second column is where your personal responses specifically related to the first column are entered. 

The third column captures your sense of the implications of the readings and responses. The final box at the bottom of the document can be used for summaries of sections or final summary of the reading and discussion.

Note that the Triple Entry Journal is formatted as a Word Table.  This means that the table will expand as you fill in the boxes so that you are not limited by the layout as you would be with pencil and paper journaling!  You can add or subtract rows or columns through dragging the mouse through the TABLE menu bar.

Please save this blank template and rename the file (erasing unnecessary text) according to the title of the reading (or discussion or observation, etc.) before entering content.
